
Discovery Bible Study 

Introduction 
Discovery Bible study is a simple way of engaging with 
God’s word and finding out how it impacts our lives 
today. 

It works best if you gather a group of friends together 
and work through the format below.  

You can use Discovery Bible Study with any passage of 
scripture - but we find it works best if you start off 
with the recommended list on the reverse of this 
card. 

Step 1: Review 
Take some time to think about last week’s 
session and how things have gone since then. 
Then answer these questions together 

• What is making you happy this week? 
• What are you struggling with this week? 
• How did you get on with your “I Will 

Statements” from the previous session? 
• Who did you tell and how did that go? 

Step 2: Read the story 
Read or listen to the passage (see list overleaf) 

Step 3: Retell the Story 
Take a few moments to retell the story in your 
own words. You may want to speak it out loud, 
or write it down. If you find you are struggling to 
remember it, read or listen to it again. 

Step 4: Discover the Story 
When you feel that you are familiar with the 
story, take some time to think over or discuss 
the following questions 

• What does this story tell me about God? 
• What does this story tell me about people? 
• If this is really God's word, what changes 

would I have to make in my life? 
• Who am I going to tell? 

For the last two questions try to make an “I will 
statement”. eg I will stop shouting at my wife. I 
will tell my brother.
